At the August association meeting our Councilman Clay Yarbrough was our guest 
speaker.  We have received answers on questions regarding, getting a grant, 
sidewalks, curbing and the traffic light.  Below are the questions and answers.  
After reading this newsletter your input would be greatly appreciated.   

GRANT FUNDING 

Q.  Is grant money available for community associations? 

A. This was once available but has since been discontinued when budget cuts had 
to be made.

CELEBRATE THE HOLIDAYS AT THE ZOO 
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Q. Will your office submit a request to 
build a new sidewalk for the arterial road 
of Cobblestone Parkway?   

A.  Need clarification as to the distance 
for a sidewalk - area was stated being 
Monument Road to the end of the 
Parkway.  The policy reads that a letter be 
sent to the City Public Works Dept. with 
the approval of 75% of the homeowners 
in agreement.  Clay offered to begin the 
process. 

The Process: 

Councilman Yarbrough has received an 
answer from Right of Way & Grounds 
Maintenance Division about installing a 
sidewalk on the north side of Cobblestone 
Parkway. Here is his response.  
Construction would be difficult and costly.  
There are obstructions and high, sloping 
ground on the north side.  The rise in 

elevation of the ground would necessitate 
having to build small retaining walls behind 
the sidewalk to hold the soil back.  When we 
were on the site, there was no evidence of 
any pedestrian usage of the north side of the 
road.  Based on the high cost and difficulty of 
the construction and the fact that a sidewalk 
already exists on the south side of the road, 
this site would not be a high candidate on our 
list of projects to be done.  There is another 
alternative, applying for a sidewalk by petition 
and the cost to the residents would be about 
$21,000.  The total cost for the project would 
be about $135,000 which would include 
design, survey, and construction 
management.  This would make the City’s 
share of the cost $114,000. 

So with that said, we are looking for some 
input as to the next step.  Please send us 
your thoughts.

Q. Can we get your support/assistance in requesting the Dept of Public Works builds 
curbs around the islands (Medians) on Cobblestone Parkway? 

A. Clay explained that an assessment from the community would be made and if so, the 
tax collector would tax each homeowner for the building of the curbs. 

 

 

COBBLESTONE 

Here is the response from the Paving 
& Drainage Design Section, 
Department of Public Works. 

Constructing an estimated 2,850 feet 
of curbs and gutters around the 
medians would cost about $165,000 
(including survey, design and 
construction inspection).  If eligible 

 

for curb and gutter petition, the 
residents would have to pay $34,200 
and the City would have to come up 
with $130,800, maybe more.  If the 
root systems of the trees are shallow 
enough to be damaging the pavement, 
the construction of curb and gutter will 
very likely cause severe damage to 
the roots of the trees. 

Q.  Can the timing be changed to the traffic light at Cobblestone Parkway and 
Monument Road and have a left turn signal added for turning onto Monument Road 
from Cobblestone Pkwy to prevent accidents with vehicles leaving Ed Austin Park? 

A.  Traffic engineering would need to address this issue by coming out and obtaining an 
assessment.  Safety and traffic flow would be assessed.  The traffic light is currently set 
at a two minute interval starting at 7 am.  That is the longest time it is set for, so it just 
depends on when you hit the light how long you will have to wait, but at least we now 
know its only 2 minutes. No answer yet about the turn signal.
