A message from your elected board: 

At the June meeting it was brought up that many 

residents do not know how the dues are benefiting 

them.  Originally the list was going to show all the 

things that the association has done that benefited 

everyone, but the list was quite long, so instead here is 

a summarized list of major items that impact the value 

of our homes. First a little history, our subdivision was 

created in 1985 by Dostie Brothers, before that it was 

just sand dunes for miles and miles.  Dost ie attached 

covenant and restrictions to all  the lots in Cobblestone 

and our other name McCormick Ridge (used to sell the 

back lots).  The association was formed in 1990 

because Dostie was not doing all that he could do and 

there were city issues that need ed to be dealt with.  

1990 HUD Development in our area ð needed legal 

representation.  Cost: Thousands of $$ - Court case  

1991 Dostie removes the fountain leaving our 

neighborhood with no identifying location sign. Funds 

used to install sign (Cost $2,080).   Speeding became a 

problem on the parkway.  Speed signs installed.  

1992 Crime spikes in neighborhood.  Neighborhood 

Watch Program formed. Crime reduced considerably.

1993 Another HUD issued raised, this time in our 

subdivision.  Outcome, Cobblestone was pulled off the 

list.

1995 Installed sprinkler system on first median. 

Cost $1500 just for 1 island.  

1996 No cost but our community highlighted in 

the newspaper for Holiday spirit.  See TU archive 

article December 14, 1996  

1997 Dostie pulls out of neighborhood and 

maintenance of the parkway reverted to the City.  

The City is not responding to our requests.  Hired 

maintenance firm $400 per month.  

1990 to 2002 Times were good.  Stay at home 

moms were our major volunteers. Community 

involvement always increases property value.  

The association financed many neighborhood 

activities such as:  

 Easter Egg Hunts,  

Fourth of July Community BBQ,  

Halloween Parties & on Halloween night we had 

the òHalloween Patroló so our kids would be safe 

while trick or treating,  

Santa Visits,
