It is a violation of Section 754.204 of the city 

ordinance code to dump or throw anything into 

ditches, Stormwater systems or tributaries.  When 

ditches become clogged, flooding occurs.  If you see 

dumping in our retention ponds or on the parkway let 

us know or call the city at 630-2489.

You should see a credit  on your the 
Stormwater fee invoice in the amount of $18.00 and if you paid your bill last year and 
did not get a refund you should see an additional credit for $9.00.
