SCHEDULED FOR ED AUSTIN PARK 

     The Jacksonville government is short of cash 
and the plan to build a dog park at Ed Austin 
Regional Park is one of the items that have been 
put on the back burner.  However, it now ap-
pears that the City Council might look favorably 
at this project if it were a "government-private 

partnership." 

     Private money is not a necessary part of a 
partnership--"sweat equity" counts as much as 
cash.  In fact, a substantial amount of the cost of 
the dog park involves clearing, brush, trimming 
trees and generally cleaning up the park site.  
Much of the rest of the work are jobs like digging 
postholes, erecting a fence and trenching for a 
water line--all tasks that don't require special 

expertise. 

     I'm preparing a list to submit to the City Coun-
cil of the people who are willing to work on the 
project.  I hope that all Arlington Area dog own-
ers are on the list, but everyone is welcome.
