As you all know hurricane season runs from June to November.  This year’s 

hurricane season we have the excitement of the gulf oil spill to contend with as 

well. Hopefully we won’t have any hurricane in the gulf which would send the oil 

our way.   

Should we have to evacuate, here’s some guidelines to help when you return.  

These were printed in the Times-Union Storm Watch Insert. 

 Turn on a battery operated radio for emergency information. 

 Check for injured or trapped people & provide first aid, if trained 

 Use telephone only in the case of emergency 

 Put on heavy shoes for protection against glass or other debris. You 
should probably make sure you took these with you, as they may not be 
in your closet when you return. 

 Check food & water supply before using them.   

 Obtain extra food, clothing, medical care or sheltering at   American 
Red Cross emergency aid stations. 

 Extinguish all open flames 

 If you smell gas, turn off the main value, do you know where it is?   

 Water leaks – shut off main valve, do you know where it is? 

 Look for electrical system damage.  If damage turn off electrical 
system at main circuit breaker or fuse box.  Again, do you know where 
that is? 

 Look for damage – use flashlight 

 Check the sewage lines are intact before flushing toilets 

 Open closets and cupboard carefully 

 Clean up – carefully 

 Don’t drive unless absolutely necessary. 

 If any electrical appliances are wet, turn off the main power switch in 
the house.  Unplug the appliance, dry it out, then reconnect it and turn 
main power back on.  

  

Our neighborhood is very lucky in that we do not live in a flood zone.  What about 

your friends? Are they so lucky?  Here is information that you can pass on to 

them.  

 Most homeowner insurance policies do not cover damage from floods?  You 

need to purchase a separate flood policy. If your lending agent included flood 

insurance as a requirement to obtain funding you will need to check your policy; 

most only cover the building structure not the contents in your home.

 Sleeping gear (pillows, blankets, portable cot or aid mattress, folding 
chairs 

 Important papers – insurance papers, doctors’ orders 

 Identification with photo & current address 

NOTE: Pets are only allowed in specific shelters.  Please check with the shelter

Tax Papers – Do you know what is important and what 
can be thrown away? 
 What to Keep  
The most important documents to hang on to are your annual tax returns. 

You should keep the actual returns forever, but you can get rid of the 

supporting documents after three years. That's how long the IRS has to 

initiate an audit. Once the time elapses toss the records -- and shred any that 

reveal your Social Security number or other personal information. 

Other papers to save for at least three years include Thank You letters from 

charities and year-end investment statements. You don't need to save your 

monthly mutual fund reports forever. But before you toss them, wait for the 

year-end statements and make sure they match up. Also be sure to keep 

records that show the initial purchase price for stocks and mutual funds so 

you can calculate your basis when you sell them. After that, you can shred 

the documents once the three- or six-year IRS window draws to a close. 

You also need to save records pertaining to your house as long as you live in 

it. Records showing your purchase price, and what you spent on 

improvements, may come in handy when you're trying to prove the value of 

your home to potential buyers.  

 

Another reason to keep these papers: If you sell your house at a hefty profit 

(more than $500,000 for couples filing a joint return or $250,000 for single 

filers), certain expenses can be used to lower your tax bill. After you sell the 

house, keep the documents for three years. 

 

Finally, hold on to records showing how much money went into and came 

out of IRAs and 401(k)s -- especially if you've made any nondeductible 

contributions -- so you don't overpay taxes when you withdraw the money.  

 

Keep any 8606 forms on which you reported nondeductible contributions to 

traditional IRAs. 

 

What to Toss 
So what can you unload? ATM receipts, bank withdrawal and deposit slips, 

and credit-card receipts can go through the shredder after you've checked 

them against your monthly statements.  Just keep them until you get your 

Form W-2. You can also get rid of paper copies of most monthly bills -- for 

credit cards, utilities and cable TV -- unless you need them for tax purposes.

Helpful solution to your cat and dog problems 
 
Having problems with cats and dogs liking your yard?  Here are some solutions 
that won’t harm the environment or the animals.   
 

 To repel cats try sprinkling the area with cayenne pepper, coffee grounds, 
peppermint oil or eucalyptus oil. Cats will avoid these scents. Cats also 
do not care for citrus, so you could try placing orange or lemon peels in 
targeted areas or spraying citronella oil. You may create a boundary 
around your yard by using these repellents on the perimeter. 

 Dogs generally dislike smells like vinegar, ammonia, rubbing alcohol, and 
citrus scents like lemons and oranges.
